The recordings
also teach the vocabulary and useful phrases. They are marked by the icon @.

The book is English-based and therefore suitable for both classroom use and self-study.
There is a key at the back of the book so that you can check your answers and a word list to
help you study and review key vocabulary.

The text is not limited to only formal expressions; spoken and colloquial words and
idiomatic phrases are also covered since it is likely that patients will use them. Nevertheless,
we primarily use formal language in our texts as our goal is to ensure that university students
express themselves at an appropriate academic level.

We hope this textbook will make your journey to fluent and confident communication in
Czech medical settings easier.
